1. To approve apologies for absence. It was RESOLVED to accept the apologies of Councillors 
Jopling and Voke. 
 

2. Declarations of interest. None were declared. 
 

3. Minutes of the meetings held 11 and 21 December 2023. It was RESOLVED to accept the 
minutes subject to one amendment to item 9. 

 
4. Meeting open to the public. None wished to speak. Meeting closed to the public. 

 
5. Police Report and Neighbourhood Watch.  Report 1-31 December 2023 and local news.  

A member of the police reported one attempted burglary. Councillor Mortimer thanked the 
police for coming as it some time since the police were in attendance. The Police officer

d. Village Green. Hutton Bank ownership.  

 
An email has been received from a resident regarding the removal of the sign at the Church 
car park for the tennis club and also the First Responders sign on the village green. The Clerk 
will advise the resident that the tennis club sign is not on Parish Council land, and they will 
need to contact the landowner or the tennis club.  The First Responders sign is temporary. 
More First Responders and people to inspect the defibrillators around the village are needed. 
The sign could be moved to a different location in order to draw it to the attention of different 
residents.  
 
With regards to the retaining wall at Hutton Bank there was a discussion as to whose land this 
is, the maps considered to date do not provide a definitive answer; however, it is believed that 
Highways will have installed the retaining wall, possibly when the bridge was widened. It was 
RESOLVED to investigate with more senior residents of the village and to seek advice from 
Jacksons Solicitors as to whose land and whose responsibility it is likely to be.

a. 28 Doctor’s Lane, Hutton Rudby. No further action to be taken in relation to fencing installed 

more than four years ago. Noted. 
 

9. Allotments.  Division of allotments, work to the tip, creation of compost stores. Revised rules. 
 
It was RESOLVED to obtain quotes to improve the tip with a view to creating a further 
wildflower area, to divide the two spare allotments into four, and to create some compost areas 
but with a view to encouraging allotment holders to do their own composting.  Funding is 
available from the allotments account. Also, to revise the rules to make clear the requirement 
to keep the allotments well used and tidy.  All of this work to be delegated to the allotments 
committee and the Clerk. 
 

10. Bio diversity duty policy for adoption. 
 

It was RESOLVED that the policy be adopted. 
 

11. Dignity at work policy. 
 
It was RESOLVED to adopt the policy subject to the removal of the reference to an equality 
and diversity policy as RPC does not have such a policy. 
 

12. Social media policy 
 
It was RESOLVED to adopt the policy subject to re-ordering it to move the policy to the start 
and the notes to follow on. 
 

13. Scheme of delegation. 
 
It was RESOLVED to adopt the policy as previously circulated, subject to merging the Trees 
for Tomorrow and pollinator groups. 
 

14. Grass cutting contract – invitation to tender. 
 

Councillor Simpson has prepared an invitation to tender with options to tender for one and/or 
three years and it was RESOLVED to approve it. Ideally three invitations to tender will be sent 
out, last time only two tenders were received. Councillor Hugill will provide the name of the 
person who cuts the verges as he may be interested in tendering. 
 

15. Village Event – dates and working group. 
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It was RESOLVED to hold the village event on the last weekend of June or first weekend of 
July, subject to consultation with other groups around the village. AR Entertainments to be 
asked to provide a quote for games and inflatables as in previous years.  The cricket club to 
be asked to host evening music again. 
 

16. Recording and dissemination of emails. 
 
There was a lengthy discussion about emails received by the Council via the Clerk, as to which 
should be circulated to Councillors and/or included on the agenda. Some Councillors wanted 
as few as possible to be circulated but placed on the agenda, others preferred that more be 
circulated but that they then not be included on the agenda unless a decision was needed. It 
was RESOLVED to delay a decision until the new Clerk is in post. 
 

17. EV charging points. 
 

Councillor Tate, Voke, Mortimer, Barker have carried out an initial possible site inspection. 
They were approached by one resident who indicated support for alterations to the village 
green to enable charging points to be installed. Once the draft drawings are ready there will 
be more a more detailed Council discussion in order to decide if there is a scheme that could 
be consulted on with residents. The Council would want any consultation to enable all views 
to be gathered including opposition to any change and any suggested changes to the scheme 
size and location. If leaflets promoting the consultation, Survey Monkey, and paper surveys 
are all used the likely costs of consultation will be around £600. 
 

18. Chappies Field. 
 

A resident has emailed regarding the footpath being moved to the wrong location and in a poor 
state. RPC has attempted to resolve the matter both with NYCC and with the landowner. 
Councillor Hugill agreed to have another look and see what further action could be taken. 
 

19. Steps across the village green to Church House tender. 
 

Councillor Tate is still waiting for both quotes. Councillor Horvath questioned whether the 
matter should go any further given that RPC does not have the budget for the work. Councillor 
Mortimer said that will be a matter to decide once the tenders have been received. Noted. 
 

20. Road closure training funding.

21. Christmas tree. 
 

Many thanks to all those who helped to take it down on a very cold and icy day.  The tree was 
removed by Stokesley Scouts in return for a donation to Sarcoma UK.

Councillor Hugill said that there will be a boundary review in time for the next elections in 2027. 
NYC are meeting to discuss budgets currently and there should be a decision by February.  
NYC has set aside £8m to repair potholes, it was national pothole day on 5 January.

10. Hutton Bank.   
Despite extensive research it is still unclear who is responsible for repairs to the wall.  Archive 
photos appears to show wall present for 100 years plus. Road widened in 1960’s, RPC was 
not responsible for the widening at the time.  RPC does not acknowledge ownership of the 
wall, but intends to commission a survey because of potential impacts on the Council’s land 
retained by the wall.  It was RESOLVED to engage an engineer’s report on the structural 
stability with a provisional budget of £1000. 
 

11. Grass cutting – tenders and verges. 
Tenders were sent to contractors, deadline for response, Tuesday 20 February, agreed to 
extended a further few days if necessary. 
 
NYC have written to offer a small sum of money for RPC to take over some verge works. It 
was RESOLVED to decline the offer. 
 

12. Litter pick – proposed date 8 April. 
Cubs and Scouts will be involved. It was RESOLVED to move the date to 15th April due to 
clash with Council meetings. Councillor Hugill offered to obtain some litter pick sticks from 
NYC. 
 

13. D Day commemorations. (6th June) 
It was RESOLVED to light the beacon. 

 
14. Village Event planning – proposed date 29 June. 

Well attended meeting on the 7/2/24.  More stalls and volunteers are very welcome.

Councillor Jopling updated the council with progress on obtain coping stones for the wall, he 
will speak to the Local History Society for content for the previously planned noticeboards. The 
intention is also to have another information board reflecting local wildlife. 
 
The council RESOLVED to place a further bench on its land at the Linen Mill field.  It was 
further RESOLVED to accept a donation in memory of Nathan Langston and to allow a 
memorial plaque to be mounted for 10 years or the life span of the bench, in recognition of that 
donation.

It was RESOLVED to set up a working group with the objective of researching the staging 
processes and consultation comments. 

 
Various concerns and questions were raised and it was agreed that the working group would 
discuss those issues at a workshop date in the next few weeks, to be arranged.

Currently very boggy and slippy and dangerously close to the barbed wire fence. Councillors 
asked whether the barbed wire could be protected by use of piping/insulation to stop people 
injuring themselves? 
Councillor Hugill offered to try to establish the definitive line of the footpath with NYC so that 
agreement on making the footpath useable and safe can be reached with the landowner.

1. To approve apologies for absence.  
RESOLVED to accept the apologies of Councillors Barker, Titterton and Voke and to note the 
resignation of Councillor Stone. The Councillors wished to record their thanks for 
all his hard work and particularly in relation to the linen mill wall and the allotments. 
 

2. Declarations of interest. 
 

3. Confirm the minutes of the meetings held 12 February 2024 as a true and correct record. 
RESOLVED to accept. 

 
4. Police Report and Neighbourhood Watch.  

The Police reported one residential burglary,  keys were taken to a car, the vehicle was 
recovered.   
Theft of fuel at the Spar petrol station, same night also at Stokesley and Great Ayton, with the 
same vehicle used. 
Police are bringing in an Officer from Scarborough who will be carrying out spontaneous 
checks on parking around the schools in the area.   
General parking issues, advice to residents is to take a photograph and report to police. 
Questions were raised regarding antisocial behaviour around Skutterskelfe involving quad 
bikes. Police aware. 
 
Police Officers left the meeting. 
 

5. Meeting open to the public. 
Mr Baird (the landowner of the proposed development site at Paddocks End) and his biodiversity 
Consultant (Cameron Carmichael) attended the meeting to give an update of the proposal and 
how they envisage that it might be modified to address Biodiversity Net Gain and Nutrient Net 
Neutrality with associated community access on adjacent land which is under the control of Mr 
Baird. 
 
Before introducing Mr Baird, the Chairman reminded Councillors that the Council should reserve 
its position until it is consulted on a definitive scheme submitted to the Planning Authority and 
that for the time being the Council’s position with regards to the Planning application is as set out 
in its most recent submission published on the Planning Portal. 
 
In his presentation Mr Baird gave an overview of the proposal as submitted and which is awaiting 
a determination by the Planning Authority.  He described options for the adjacent land and the 
legal framework (a Section 106 agreement) under which it could be secured and managed.

Cllr Horvath reported end of year accounts should be finalised by the end of April 2024. 
 

4. Chairmans Annual Report. 
 
This is my Chairmans’s report on the second year of the council’s five years term of 
office which started from the May 2022 elections. It is my 3rd annual report as 
Chairman. 
At the last annual assembly, the council had one vacancy which was filled shortly 
afterwards by the co-option of Cllr Puttick. Cllr McClusky resigned due to work 
commitments and was replaced by the co-option of Cllr Horvath. Following the recent 
resignation of Cllr Stones, there is once again a vacancy which is expected to be filled 
by co-option shortly. 
I would like to start by thanking both of the retiring councillors for their service, to 
welcome the new members to the council, and to thank everyone who expressed 
interest when there have been vacancies. The council cannot co-opt more candidates 
than there are vacancies, but the willingness of members of this community to come 
forward and offer their time and skills is greatly appreciated. 
 
This year we also welcome a new Parish Clerk, Hilary Cope-Graham and at the time of 
writing the transition period from her predecessor, Emma Wiles, is nearing completion. 
On behalf of the council, I would like to thank Emma for her excellent service to the 
council over the last few years and to wish her well for the future. The clerk is at the 
heart of everything the council does, and it is a varied and challenging role. 
Completing the list of personnel changes this year, is the return of Cllr David Hugill who 
became our divisional councillor at North Yorkshire Council following a by-election last 
year. David is an old friend of Rudby Parish Council, having previously served under the 
old County Council structure. 
 
The council is grateful to the many volunteers who have worked with the council on a 
variety of activities and projects including organising the coronation celebrations, 
helping with the landscaping and repairs to the wall at the linen mill, providing help and 
equipment needed to put up the Christmas tree and lights, participants in the litter 
pick, and for work on footpaths and environmental projects. 
Once again, a full programme of activities was carried out. A very successful Village 
Event held to celebrate the coronation, and the bonfire night fireworks being amongst 
the highlights. 
Unfortunately for reasons outside of its control the Parish Council has not been able to 
make any progress on the Neighbourhood Plan this year. It remains the intention to 
complete the Neighbourhood Plan and bring it to referendum when the situation allows. 



 
 

However, there are some indications that the planning application which is the “road 
block” in the process may be moving towards a determination and the council has 
recently had constructive dialogue with the 
landowner. It is hoped that by the next annual assembly there will be more positive 
news to report. 
The other big disappointment is the ongoing saga of the Chappies Field footpath. 
Residents continue to raise concerns, and although the Parish Council has been in 
contact with the landowner’s representative, there is, as yet, no resolution. 
Other projects have moved forward and some new projects have been launched. After 
resolving various technical issues related to the installation of Vehicle Activated Signs, 
the equipment was installed and is now operational. The landscaping and wall repairs at 
the old linen mill are almost complete – the main issue outstanding is sourcing suitable 
coping stones. Some preliminary 
landscaping work has been carried out on the burial ground extension. The council is 
investigating what role it can play in ensuring there are adequate EV charging facilities 
in the Parish and has set up a working group to co-ordinate biodiversity improvement 
projects on public land in the Parish. 
 
The routine work of the council includes dealing with issues raised through 
correspondence and at meetings, and the care and maintenance of public land in the 
village. Please write to the clerk or come and share your views at a meeting if there is 
something you think the Parish Council could or should be doing. In the last year 
hundreds of items of correspondence were considered and the council commented on 
dozens of planning applications. 
 
Cllr Horvath who has a background in public sector finance has taken over the role of 
Treasurer previously filled by former Cllr Thompson. She also acts as our Responsible 
Financial Officer. The council’s finances remained in good order throughout the year, but 
drawing on her experience Cllr Horvath is introducing improvements into the council’s 
budget monitoring processes and long-term financial planning which will be of benefit to 
the council. The council has healthy financial reserves, but these are mostly allocated to 
projects which are moving forward, so it was not considered sustainable to absorb 
inflation so there is once again an increase in the precept for 2024/25. 
 
I want to thank all my fellow Councillors for being available, responsive, and willing to 
lead or participate in a range of recurring and one-off project activities to support the 
parish over the year. 
The council could not operate effectively without their commitment of time, energy, and 
enthusiasm to try to make the Parish a better place. 
 
As we enter the 2024/25 council year, the new North Yorkshire Council unitary authority 
which replaced both Hambleton District and the old County Council is finding its feet. 
The new council is in the early stages of a review of divisional boundaries, and it has 
also started work on a new Local Plan which in due course will replace the recently 
adopted Hambleton Local Plan. There is further change in the pipeline from the creation 
of the new Combined Mayoral Authority for York & North Yorkshire earlier this year 
which will see a directly elected mayor taking office on 2nd May. 
 
Best Regards and a safe and prosperous 2024/25 to all residents of our Parish.

5. Annual Report from North Yorkshire County Councillor. 

• The circumstances we face this year are very similar to last year. The local government 
sector is under severe challenge with rising demand, especially for Adult Social 
Services. The circumstances we face this year are very similar to last year. The local 
government sector is under severe challenge with rising demand, especially for Adult 
Social Care (a “nice” problem to have, as it results from more people living longer), and 
Childrens` Social Care especially in education with special educational needs. 

• Over half our budget goes on care. 
• We are grateful to the government for giving the sector an extra £600 million, but this 

is one-off monies, and may not be repeated next year. 
• The similar pressures to last year are non-pay inflation especially interest rates, energy 

bills and oil prices affecting our transport costs (eg highways, gritters, home care, 
school transport) and road repairs (tarmac), and pay inflation, nationally agreed rates 
of pay and the rise in the National Minimum Wage. 

• We are continuing to reduce our number of buildings. We are rationalising our teams of 
staff. But we will maintain a presence in every part of the county. 

• We maintain a stable council even though our majority is small, and the transition to 
one council from 8 is proceeding well. We are now starting to deliver savings based on 
that transition, approx. £30 million in this year. This has allowed us to maintain our 
reserves, prudently gathered over a number of years, for the challenges that will 
continue to come next year. 

• We think it was prudent to raise Council Tax by 4.99% to avoid having to draw more 
heavily on reserves. 

• We know this is a real dilemma. 
• We appreciate that many people will find a Council Tax rise difficult to pay, but we must 

ensure that we can support those residents who are vulnerable and need our support. 
• Over the last 10 years our increases have been below the rate of inflation, as this one 

is, so we manage our finances prudently. 
• We have put an extra £1m into our Local Assistance Fund to help those folk who are in 

financial difficulties. We support community organisations providing help, and advice 
bodies providing financial guidance. 

• We are maintaining our Locality Budget programme at the same level of £10k per 
councillor area to help support or pump prime community efforts. 

• We continue to talk with central govt about our challenges, and the funding needed to 
deliver critical services. We have received more money for road repairs, but we have 
5500 miles to maintain, and more money for bus routes, but we need people to use 
them to prove they are needed. 

• We continue to promote, and take sensible measures ourselves, to reduce carbon 
emissions.

members of the public. 

 

1. To approve apologies for absence and agree a minute taker.  

RESOLVED to accept the apologies of Councillors Barker and Horvath.  

 

In the absence of the Clerk due to illness, the Chairman proposed that Councillor Simpson  

should take the minutes.  Seconded by Councillor Jopling and agreed unanimously. 

 

2. Declarations of interest. 

None were declared. 

 

3. Opening Remarks by the Chair 

The Chairman welcomed everyone to the meeting and explained that the sole purpose of 

the meeting was for the Parish Council to decide on its response to the latest consultation 

on the planning application for 50 homes at Paddocks End (planning reference number 

21/02719/FUL). The next normal Parish Council meeting would be held as scheduled on 

Monday, 13th May in the Hub at 7.30pm for all other business.   

 

The Chairman introduced the councillors in attendance and explained where this 

application was in the planning process, and what was likely to happen next.  He then 

summarised the history of the application and how it relates to the (unfinished) 

Neighbourhood Plan.   

The position of the Parish Council when last consulted was explained. New information 

was now available and there are new councillors, so a different decision might be made. 

This would be a perfectly legitimate outcome. 

The Chairman explained that NY Councillor David Hugill would be given the opportunity 

to make some opening remarks but as he may be involved in the decision at North 

Yorkshire Council, he is constrained in what he can say. The landowner of the proposed 

site would then be given the opportunity to make opening remarks prior to taking 

contributions for anyone else attending who wished to address the Parish Council.  

Following contributions from the public, the landowner and Councillor Hugill would have 

the opportunity to make any closing remarks.   

The Chairman asked the public to treat all contributors courteously and not to interrupt 

speakers. If a member of the public wished to make a counter point, then they were 

asked to raise it after the speaker had finished. After everyone who wished to speak had 

spoken, the meeting would be closed to the public and no further contributions would be 

taken from the floor.  

In accordance with the law, only councillors in the room have a vote, however, 

statements from some councillors who are not present will be read out before the Parish 

Councillors who are present debate the application and come to a decision.   

 

4. Meeting open to the public. 

NY Councillor Hugill joined the meeting at this point (7.52pm). 
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Councillor Hugill confirmed he was constrained in what he could say by being on the Planning 

Committee.  He said a site visit is normally held on the Monday before the Planning Committee 

on the Thursday.  He would try and arrange for a Highways representative to attend the site 

visit. It is anticipated that the application will go to the Planning Committee on Thursday, 13th 

June (10am) at Stonecross. 

 

 

The landowner then addressed the meeting and raised a number of issues including 

 

• his time in the village and his involvement with various organisations and building projects 

• Broadacres Housing survey and the needs of young people and the more elderly 

• he considered the application to be inline with the Village Design Statement 

• the role of the Community Infrastructure Levy (CIL) and the portion which would come to 

the Parish was outlined 

• available School capacity  

• no public subsidy would be involved in the proposed development 

• the mix of dwelling types  

• need 50 dwellings to be economically viable 

• in the last 45 years, the village has had 50 new dwelling 

• in discussions with the Local Planning Authority (LPA) concerning the land to the west of 

the proposed development 

• plans of the proposed development were available for inspection 

 

Issues raised by the public included 

 

• the role and state of the Neighbourhood Plan 

• the Broadacres Housing needs survey was undertaken by a commercial organisation and 

the sample size 

• how long does a housing needs survey cover? 

• the Neighbourhood Plan came up with the need for 25 dwellings 

• what is social housing and what is affordable housing? 

• affordable housing includes social rent (60% of private rent), affordable rent (80% of 

private rent) and shared ownership 

• NYC’s policy for allocation of social housing 

• NYC “busing” people in from outside the village to fill the social housing 

• the housing mix of the proposed development 

• the number of bungalows and what constitutes a bungalow 

• impact on the sewerage facility and the potential increase in sewerage overflows 

• a range of highways issues including access, speeding on adjacent roads, increase in traffic, 

change speed limits 

• low level of traffic is why people speed 

• the Parish Council has signed up to 20 is plenty 

• North Yorkshire is considering its speeding policy but won’t be signing up to 20 is plenty 

• footpath access to Langbaurgh Road 

• the state of the area to the west of the proposed development and its role in nutrient 

neutrality and biodiversity offset 

• access to this area would be permissive access and could be withdrawn if abused 

• nothing would be confirmed concerning the area until a section 106 agreement was agreed 

which is likely to be after the Planning Committee 

• the Parish Council has not been involved in the discussions between the landowner and the 

LPA concerning this area 

• no guarantee an agreed section 106 will be reached or for how long 

• the main concern was over the number of houses and not the location 

• the positive housing mix 

• location was inline with the Neighbourhood Plan 

• the delay in building out the extant approval on the opposite side of the road 

• the extant approval has been taken over by Brierley (previously Broadacres) 
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• massive development locally (e.g. Kirklevington) 

• request for a show of hands over the application 

• the current Local Plan and the forthcoming North Yorkshire Local Plan 

• this application is made under policy HG5 (Windfall) and is towards the upper end of that 

policy and may be over 

• the economic need for 50 dwellings was queried 

• Ingleby Arncliffe Neighbourhood Plan has been approved but has hit a buffer over 

development 

• the role of 1 and 2 bedroom properties 

 

In his closing remarks, the landowner recognised that most people opposed the proposal but 

highlighted the elements that people supported (e.g. housing mix, location) and the benefits he 

believed for the village. 

   

NY Councillor Hugill said he was in attendance to hear peoples’ views. 

 

As requested, the Chairman asked for a show of hands concerning the proposed development. 

Approximately 30 people opposed the proposed development, approximately 12 supported the 

proposed development and two abstained. 

 

The Chairman then closed the meeting to the public. 

 

There was a short break while those who wished to leave the room before the Parish Council 

discussed the application could do so.   

 

 

5. Councillors’ Decision on the Application. 

 

The Chairman read out a statement from Councillor Horvath who could not attend the meeting.  

Councillor Horvath supported the application. 

 

Councillors had a lengthy discussion on the application and the issues raised by the public. The 

Chairman opened the debate by inviting each councillor (in reverse alphabetical order) to give 

their views on the application.  Discussion continued after these opening statements with 

councillors making supplementary or counterpoints.  

 

Councillor Simpson then proposed that the Parish Council should object to the application on 

similar grounds to its previous submissions.  This proposal was seconded by Councillor Titterton. 

 

Councillor Jopling proposed that the Parish Council should support the application.  This proposal 

was seconded by Councillor Tate. 

 

Councillor Simpson’s proposal, being the first submitted, was put to a vote.  The proposal to 

object to the application was passed by five votes to four.  As a proposal was passed, Councillor 

Jopling’s proposal fell and was not put to a vote.

5. Police Report and Neighbourhood Watch.  
 

The previously circulated report noted 1 case of arson/criminal damage and 1 violence against 
the person. 
 
In response to a query on a recent theft in Skutterskelfe, the attending police officer gave a very 
informative response on the current action being undertaken to tackle thefts especially involving 
youths on motorbikes.  The public are encouraged to report any suspicious behaviour especially 
involving motorbikes with two people on board wearing balaclavas. 
 
The Council were updated on two recent cannabis raids in the district. 
 
A brief discussion was held on the benefits of installing cameras on the roads entering the village. 
 
The police were thanked for their attendance and comprehensive report. 
 

6. Report from North Yorkshire Councillor. 
 

Councillor Hugill has been appointed North Yorkshire Council’s (NYC) Champion for Climate 
Change.  He sees this as a non-political role.  There are concerns about how much funding there 
will be for the initiative and Councillor Hugill expects there will be a lot of “bottom up” actions.   
 
One person has been assigned to handle verges across North Yorkshire and there are 
opportunities to save money and help biodiversity by better verge management. 
 
NYC has concerns that the consultation on the National Planning Policy Framework (NPPF) 
changes would require NYC to allocate an additional 2,000ha for housing over the plan period. 
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The North Yorkshire Moors National Park and the Yorkshire Dales are only expected to contribute 
a very small number of dwellings over the NPPF period. 
 
Councillor Hugill was disappointed the Paddocks End proposal did not go to the September 
planning meeting but expects it to go to the October meeting. 
 
Councillor Tate raised the “Solar for Schools” initiative and will send Councillor Hugill details. 
 
A list of local concerns forwarded to NYC some time ago will be copied to Councillor Hugill. 
 
Councillor Hugill recently attended a presentation on how electric charging could be delivered at 
the roadside (e.g., Kerbcharge). It is not clear whether NYC’s position of not allowing cables 
across pavements is going to change.

Progress on the NP is awaiting the outcome of the Paddocks End application. 
 
As mention under 6. above, the review of the NPPF may result in NYC having to increase its 
housing delivery by 2/3rds; from 2,537 to 4,232/year

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7.    Report from North Yorkshire Councillor. 
Councillor Hugill wanted to give his reasoning for abstaining from voting on the recent planning committee 
meeting at the Paddocks End development. Generally, he is not in favour of any more developments, unless 
there are direct benefits to the village and community. He did expect more of an update at the planning meeting 
which did not materialise.  Having made a statement of transparency he felt voting against the development was 
not correct, so made the decision to abstain. 
Councillor Hugill reported following the consultation ‘Let’s talk rubbish’ which had a response from more than 
10,000 people, NYC have decided to adopt the Selby model which is collections every 2 weeks (alternate 
recycling/residual waste) with larger recycling bins (Blue for recycling including glass, brown cardboard, green 
garden waste and black residual waste).  This will be a slow roll out over 2-3 years 
Councillor Tate requested assistance from NYC for litter collection within the parish.  Councillor Hugill agreed to 
escalate the request.  Councillor Tate also requested urgent attention be given to various Highways safety issues 
within the parish which have been identified as far back as April 2022 and notified to NYC Highways.  Councillor 
Tate expressed frustration at the lack of investigation to resolve any of the issues by NYC. Councillor Hugill 
agreed to look into the matter. 
The Clerk expressed disappointment that the Parish Portal for reporting Highway issues is to be disused and 
revert to the public reporting portal.  It was a useful tool to escalate issues and concerns are now that the reports 
on the public portal will be too long to have any real impact.

He suggested that if the permissive footpath was used properly that he was 
amenable to RPC proposing it became a right of way.  He thought that NYC would likely support, but this process 
wouldn’t fit within the S106 timeframe. 
 
Councillors asked the Landowner to explain his understanding of the discrepancy between the ‘walked route’ 
and the ‘definitive map’ of the existing PRoW.  He explained his understanding and said that the point where the 
existing ‘walked route’ crosses to the south of Hundale Gill is not on land controlled by him.

5. Police Report and Neighbourhood Watch.  
Report received showing one auto crime.  Noted. 
 
6.    Report from North Yorkshire Councillor. 
Councillor Hugill reported NYC’s recent Budget meeting.  90 Councillors had met last week with Directors who 
advised on savings which had to be made. A £14 million Rural Services Grant has been removed from the NYC 
budget.  Each Director was asked for a list of savings.  Highways had the largest list of savings, some as a result 
of the transitioning to NYC Highways. The Home to School transport scheme continues to challenge, even though 
potential savings are in excess of £1 million.  Some NYC Councillors are experiencing negative interactions, so 
much so that NYC Councillors have a dedicated Police Officer to help combat abuse at meetings. 
 
Councillor Hugill reported that the hedge which runs from Campion Lane to the railway bridge had been reduced 
in size, using locality budget funds.  It had been the subject of many complaints. 
 
The proposed Battery Storage application at East Rounton is of concern and should be coming to the Planning 
Committee in due course. 
 
Also of concern to NYC is air quality around incinerators.  The one at Allerton Park is nearing the end of its life 
and NYC are looking at suitable replacements. 
 
There are 2 large planning meetings approaching to discuss (amongst other things) 2 new motorway service 
stations on the A1, a new Solar Farm, 2 new quarries plus some large housing developments; 34 holiday units 
near Great Ayton and another large housing development near Richmond. 
 
Councillor Bragg questioned the large budget allocation for new recycling bins that had a potential 8 year wait 
for any payback.  Councillor Hugill advised that this was still progressing. 
Councillor Jopling asked whether the new Labour Government Planning proposals were actually filtering through 
to NYC.  Councillor Hugill said they most definitely are and the new local plan is including some of the new 
proposals with more building generally occurring in the North of England, particularly in the Shires. 
Councillor Simpson questioned air pollution, in particular the burning of heather on the moors and whether there 
are many complaints.  Councillor Hugill reported that whilst some complaints are received authorities still retain 
the need to continue with the process. 

 
7. Matters arising. 

 

a. Finance 
i. Employers Summary.  Noted 
ii. Budget preparation update 2025/26 

 
Councillor Mortimer reported £67,000 of costs and £54,000 of income was the basis of the last Budget.  Costs 
have come in slightly under budget, mainly due to the reduced cost of grass cutting with the new Contractor.  
Income has been assisted with a late S106 payment.  Expectations next year are costs of £62,000 and income 
around the same as budgeted at £54,000. 
Looking forward RPC could be running at a modest deficit until the PWLB loan payments are completed in 5 
years.  We have sufficient reserves presently.  Revenue expenditure with an inflationary precept increase looks 
manageable which is the basis of the draft budget presented. 
 
After a lengthy discussion regarding current and proposed projects, an inflationary increase to the precept from 
£50,000 to £51,325 was proposed.  RESOLVED to accept. 
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b. Parish Neighbourhood Plan/ NYC Local Plan/EV Charging 
Councillor Mortimer reported a very constructive meeting had been held with James Campbell and Joan Jackson 
of NYC.  Mr Campbell had agreed to perform a ‘traffic light’ review of the Reg 14 draft plan to identify issues 
potentially in need of updating and agreed that current parish housing needs assessments were out of date.  He 
is taking steps to initiate a housing need survey, for the parish.  The housing need survey was the key point of 
the meeting. 
If the Neighbourhood Plan completion timescale is under 12 months, then the national policy changes will 
probably have limited impact. If it takes significantly longer then the new nationally imposed housing targets set 
for North Yorkshire Council may become more important  
A separate meeting with Katie Atkinson of KVA had been arranged, but she was unable to attend due to personal 
commitments. 
 
Nothing to report on the EV charging. 

 
c. Footpaths. 
The Riverside Footpath had been repaired well by Charlton Services; however, Storm Darragh had damaged 
the work which had not had time to set.  Charlton Services quoted £600 to repair the damage and re-stone the 
path. RESOLVED to accept.  
There was a discussion on how to provide a more permanent repair to the Riverside Path and it was noted a 
resident had offered access for materials through his garden.  RESOLVED that Councillors Jopling and Puttick 
would make further long-term investigations. 
 
Excessive dog dirt on pavements, particularly Doctors Lane was reported.  RESOLVED that Councillor Barker 
would erect more signage, and the Clerk would contact NYC Dog Warden requesting patrols and possible 
pavement stencilling and any other deterrents.
